GD 2008 General Itinerary: (24 January – 6 February, 2010)
Day 1 (23 or 24 Jan 2010).  We will meet you all at the Manaus international airport and take you to a conveniently located and clean hotel to recover from the long journey.
Day 2-3 (25-26 Jan).  Aquamazonia 2010 expo and technical conference, city tour etc..

Day 4 (27 Jan) Fish farm visit in the morning and go onboard cruiser boat in the afternoon. Tonight, we will sail up to Rio Negro all night.

Day 5-6 (28-29 Jan). We will make stops in several streams, exploring water falls and rapids in Rio Cueiras, & Igarapé Atuia; penetrating lower reaches of Rio Branco, visit the Big Tree Island to enjoy the hidden beauty of the jungle, streams and beaches.  Bird & monkey watching, sport fishing, swimming, snorkeling, jungle walks, stalking night animals, and visiting local communities, are few activities to keep us busy.    We will improvise some activities when interesting animal, people and sites are found along the river. There will be plenty of jokes and anglers’ stories onboard, plus a good reference library.
Day 7-8 (30-31 Jan). Arrive in Barcelos for the Ornamental Fish Festival, join the fisher folks and children for afternoon parties. Take a good nap before go to see the dance show and float parade (starting 10:00 pm to 4:00 am and beyond). On Sunday we will visit a small community Pilotas while you can sleep until tha afternoon beach party.
Day 9 (1 Feb).  We will wake up at the mouth of Igrapé Zamula. This will be a day of adventure for those who likes to get wet and can seat in the canoe or lift the canoe when necessary.  Our research team will do trawling in the channel and later a soccer match with the crew and evening beach party.

Day 10-12 (2-3 Feb).  Heading down Rio Negro on the different side to visit streams, water falls, local village.  In Novo Airão, we may have a chance to swim with pink dolphins and purchase nice wood carvings. We will return to Manaus in the evening of January 31. 

Day 13 (4 Feb).  We will sail to the wedding of waters to catch sunset and the spectacular view of black (Rio Negro) and white water (the Amazon) meet, Guinness meets Bass.  We will stay in a lake overnight, so we will start to explore the area after dinner, if you do not drink more than 3 Caipirinhas. 

Day 14 (5 Feb).  Early morning visit to the lake shore to see animals wake up and see giant queen lily pads (Victoria amazonica).Exploring Amazon River, lakes and streams in wooden canoes, this will be a hot day. Sun, rain and bugs are common in the “white” water rivers, due to higher nutrient in the water. We will return to Manaus at night.  

Day 15 (6 Feb, Saturday/Sunday).  Last minute shopping and heading home, you are welcome to stay on board for an extra night (6-7 Feb) for free.
